The Mystery of the Trinity 
 
The Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.  This is an ancient Christian formula denoting 
the doctrine of the Trinity which, historically, is both complex and controversial. It 
appears twice in today’s lectionary lessons.  In 2 Corinthians 13:13, it shows up as “The 
grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, the love of God, and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit be 
with you all” (GNT).  In the closing lines of Matthew’s Gospel, it appears as part of the 
Great Commission: “…baptize them in the name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy 
Spirit…” (Matthew 28.19b, GNT).   
 
In the passage from Paul’s second letter to the Corinthians, grace, love, and fellowship 
seem to be associated with three separate sources, Jesus, God, and the Holy Spirit; while   
in the Matthean passage, Jesus is quoted as saying, “In the name of” not “in the names 
of.”   
 
During the first centuries of Christianity, the subject of God’s nature and the relationship 
of the Father to the Son, and of both to the Holy Spirit, occupied the best theological 
minds of the era. After grappling theologically with this mystery, the doctrine of the 
Trinity was ultimately introduced at the First Council of Nicaea in A.D. 325.  In those 
early years, theologians were trying to figure out how these three natures of God could be 
expressed in a monotheistic context.  These were not three gods, but rather they were all 
part of the same God, eternal and united. 
 
How does the Trinity work, then?  Human explanations always seem to fall short.  St. 
Patrick is credited with using the three leaves on one stem of the shamrock to explain it.  
But even that is not sufficient.  The leaves, although attached to the same stem, are still 
three separate leaves.  The way in which the Trinity functions remains a mystery.     
 
Yet, however it works, the Trinity represents a promise kept.  In looking over today’s 
readings, it is hard not to notice what might appear to be bookends.  The readings include 
the opening lines of the first creation narrative in Genesis, as well as the closing lines of 
the Gospel according to Matthew (the book which begins with the genealogy of Jesus, 
and provides verification of his messiahship).  We have, in essence, the alpha and the 



omega.  For, enclosed between these bookends is the promise of God’s love, care, 
comfort, and the promise of salvation for fallen humanity, as well as a divine fulfillment 
of that promise.

Activity Corner:  “Messages of Blessing” 
Supplies needed:  Bible; 8-1/2 x 11 construction paper (assorted colors); old magazines; 
scissors; glue or paste; markers or pens. 
Read 2 Corinthians 13:13 and encourage each one to share how they have experienced 
God’s grace and love and unity in the Spirit.  Invite members of your household to 
prepare cards for the residents of a local nursing home or rehabilitation center.  Fold a 
sheet of construction paper in half; on the front affix a picture chosen from a magazine 
that would tie in with a message of hope and encouragement.  On the inside of the card, 
compose a short message, concluding with 2 Corinthians 13:13.  Throughout the week, 
during devotional time, pray for those who receive the “messages of blessing.”
